Procedures for Requesting

Property to be Placed in

The City of Pittsburgh Land Reserve Program
The Lawrenceville Corporation will review requests by private citizens, partnerships, companies and corporations to have certain vacant and delinquent properties placed in the City of Pittsburgh Land Reserve program.  The following is a list of the information and materials that must be provided to the Lawrenceville Corporation’s Real Estate Committee prior to review.  The Real Estate Committee will review the requests at their meetings on the first Friday of each month.  All of the requested information must be provided to the Lawrenceville Corporation by the Monday just prior to the Real Estate Committee’s meeting.
1. Location 

a. Street Address

b. Lot and Block Number

c. Ward

2. Does the lot contain a structure?

3. Photos of structure and/or the lot.

4. Owner of record and their contact information (if known)

5. Vacancy status:  Occupied or Not occupied

6. Description of current status of lot/structure (i.e. vacant lot surrounded by inhabited homes, vacant building in need of repair, etc.)
7. Description of the future intended use of the property (i.e. resale, owner-occupied, single family home, rental, multi-family structure, commercial/retail).  Include a preliminary financial analysis of project and estimated timeframe.

Should the property request be approved, the application to request that the property be placed in the Land Reserve Program will be submitted for inclusion in the next City Treasurer’s Sale.  
The LC makes no promises or assurances that once the property request is submitted it will be included in the City Treasurer’s Sale or placed in the Land Reserve program.  Should the property not be accepted or included, the LC will notify the applicant as to the reason(s) for its rejection, should it be known.
If the property goes through the City Treasurer’s Sale and is included in the Land Reserve program, the LC will provide the applicant with a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) outlining both parties intent and responsibilities.  A down payment on the property will be part of the MOU.
